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The Countywide Solid Waste Program Office of Douglas County (SWPO) would like to acknowledge a number of individuals who helped develop the Douglas County Comprehensive Solid Waste Management Plan.  It was only through the hard work and dedication of these individuals that the Douglas County Comprehensive Solid Waste Management Plan was developed.

As can be seen by the list of businesses, agencies and departments referenced, as well as the many contacted not listed, this has been a very involved effort involving many different participants. The Douglas County Technical Advisory Committees (TAC) provided invaluable assistance and guidance, particularly with regard to the alternatives and recommendations sections. Chapters of the plan dealing with agricultural issues were overseen by the Agricultural TAC, Chaired by Bonnie Shanafelt.  Chapters of the plan dealing with business and commercial issues were overseen by the Business and Industry TAC, Chaired by Ken Arnold.  Chapters of the plan dealing with organic issues were overseen by the Organic TAC, Chaired by David Lane.  Chapters of the plan dealing with the public health and the environment were overseen by the Public Health and Safety TAC, Chaired by Marc Maquis.  Chapters of the plan dealing with Waste management issues were overseen by the Waste Industry TAC, Chaired by Will Russell. And chapters of the plan dealing with waste reduction and recycling issues were overseen by the Waste Reduction and Recycling TAC, Chaired by Alice Hill.  All discussions and recommendations concerning the planning vision, planning goals, diversion goals, the implementation schedule and the six-year implementation budget were overseen by the Executive TAC, Chaired by Douglas County Commissioner Ken Stanton and made up: of the Mayor of Bridgeport, Steve Jenkins; East Wenatchee City Councilman, Harry Raab; the Mayor of Mansfield, Tom Snell; Mayor of Rock Island, Russell Clark; and the Mayor of Waterville, Royal DeVaney.
