The August 4th, 2011 meeting of the Douglas County Solid Waste Advisory Committee (SWAC) was called to order by Sandy McCourt, sitting in for Chair Harry Raab, at 12:58 p.m. Russell Clark moved to approve the agenda.  Tom Snell seconded, and the motion passed. Russell Clark moved to approve the May 5th, 2011 SWAC meeting summary as presented.   Dale Snyder seconded, and the motion passed.

TECHNICAL ADVISORY COMMITTEE (TAC) REPORTS: 

EXECUTIVE TAC COMMITTEE:

Dale Snyder, Executive TAC Chair, made the following recommendations.

1. Dale moved the Douglas County SWAC approve the 2012 Countywide Solid Waste Program restructured Organizational Chart as approved by the Executive TAC. Royal DeVaney seconded.  There was little discussion and the motion was unanimously passed.

2. Dale moved the Douglas County SWAC approve the 2012 Countywide Solid Waste Program Calendar as approved by the Executive TAC.  Russell Clark seconded.  There was no discussion and the motion was unanimously passed.

3. Dale moved the Douglas County SWAC approve the 2012 Countywide Solid Waste Program Work Schedule as approved by the Executive TAC.  Russell Clark seconded. There was no discussion and the motion was unanimously passed

4. Dale moved the Douglas County SWAC approve the 2012 Countywide Solid Waste Program Budget as approved by the Executive TAC.  After much discussion of the following topics: the capital project of relocating the Douglas County Recycling Center to the Zacher Quarry under a Department of Ecology Coordinated Prevention Grant; changing the time frame of the capital project from two phases to one phase at Douglas County’s request; putting off relocation of the Countywide Solid Waste Programs Office until the year 2014; and adding DOE eligible permit fees and engineering costs to the grant; Royal DeVaney seconded, and the motion was unanimously passed.
5. Dale moved the Douglas County SWAC approve the 2012-2013 Countywide Solid Waste Program application for a Department of Ecology Coordinated Prevention Grant as approved by the Executive TAC. After some discussion about the grant application procedure and agreement that the Countywide Solid Waste Program Office would submit payment requests to the DOE on a quarterly basis, Tom Snell seconded the motion it was unanimously passed.

PUBLIC HEALTH & SAFETY COMMITTEE:  Chair David Prosch presented the 2nd Quarter Solid Waste report
PROGRAM DIRECTOR’S REPORT:  Ron Draggoo presented the 2nd Quarter Commodities report, the 2nd Quarter Solid Waste Program Revenue report, and the 2nd Quarter Solid Waste Program Expenditure report.
PARTICIPATING JURISDICTIONS UPDATE:

City of Bridgeport – No report given
Douglas County - Dale Snyder, Douglas County Commissioner, made a motion that the Douglas County SWAC direct the Public Health and Safety TAC Chair to reconvene its committee to review the questions identified by Douglas County regarding the proposal to build Commercial Composting Facilities and recommend whether the issue(s) are a public health or land use issue.  Royal DeVaney seconded.  The motion was unanimously passed following some discussion.

East Wenatchee – No report given.

Town of Mansfield – Mayor Tom Snell reported that the Town of Mansfield has opted not to install its waste oil burner for its collected used oil, but has found a source for used oil that does have oil burners.
City of Rock Island – Mayor Russell Clark reported that the City of Rock Island last week signed a contract to start construction of a waste water sewer treatment plant on September 6th.  It should be completed in March 2012.
