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Non-contaminated, used motor oil is being collected at the following waste oil collection center.

All non-contaminated, used motor oil is utilized by the City of Bridgeport to heat its maintenance shop, thus saving utility costs.  Up to fifty-five (55) gallon of non-contaminated, used motor oil can be collected by the City of Bridgeport at any one time.

Don’t mix other substance such as brake fluid, gasoline or paint into your oil.
The Waste Oil Collection Center is open to Bridgeport area residents free of charge year-around, and can only accept non-contaminated, used motor oil.  The City of Bridgeport would ask its citizens not to contaminate their waste oil with brake fluid, antifreeze, solvents, pesticides or any other non-motor oil product, as the City cannot legally burn contaminated waste oil.  Please do your part to maintain the successful operation of the Waste Oil Collection Center for the City and all of its citizens.

Citizens may bring used oil contaminated with antifreeze or other toxic to the annual Household Hazardous Waste Collection Event, held each fall.
