SIX-YEAR PLAN IMPLEMENTATION BUDGET
Implementing the recommendations made within the Douglas County Comprehensive Solid Waste Management Plan (SWMP) will take place between January 1st, 2011 and December 31st, 2016.  The funding sources required to implement the recommendations vary from state agencies, local jurisdictions, local departments, and the private sector over the six-year implementation period.

INTRODUCTION

This chapter of the SWMP outlines the regulatory framework requiring implementation of the SWMP, discusses the existing conditions and programs within the Regional Planning Area (RPA), and establishes a six-year implementation budget.

REGULATORY FRAMEWORK

RCW 70.95.110 requires that all comprehensive solid waste management plans and any comprehensive city solid waste management plans prepared in accordance with RCW 70.95.080 shall be maintained in a current condition, reviewed and revised periodically by counties and cities as may be required by the Department of Ecology (DOE).  Each comprehensive solid waste management plan shall include an implementation budget which illustrates the financial impacts of the plan upon the public, private sector, local jurisdictions, and governmental agencies.  Each revised comprehensive solid waste management plan shall be submitted to the DOE.

EXISTING CONDITIONS

48.3.1
Countywide Solid Waste Program Office (SWPO)
The SWPO was created in 1993 and is currently implementing the recommendations contained within the adopted Douglas County Comprehensive Solid Waste Management Plan (July 2002).  Most recommendations contained within the adopted 2002 plan have been implemented by the SWPO, however certain recommendations have been cancelled due to lack of public support, public apathy, or financial restraints.  As DOE grant funding continue to decrease, the SWPO has had to investigate other funding sources in order to implement the adopted 2002 plan.  A major funding source that was not available at the time of adoption of the 2002 plan has been the Solid Waste Fee, which was successfully negotiated between Waste Management of Washington, Inc. and Douglas County.  It is hoped that this funding source will prove to be stable and allow the implementation of the recommendations to be funded without the dependence upon DOE grants or Participating Jurisdictions Administration and Implementation (A&I) ‘fair share’ assessments.  With these factors in mind, the SWMP reflects an implementation budget that basically sustains that which is currently being implemented.

Chelan-Douglas Health District (CDHD)
The CDHD established a Solid Waste Section within its Environmental Division in 1992.  They currently receive Solid Waste Enforcement (SWE) funds from the DOE to assist with the enforcement and compliance recommendations contained within the adopted Douglas County Comprehensive Solid Waste Management Plan (July 2002).
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
