The May 5th, 2011 meeting of the Douglas County Solid Waste Advisory Committee (SWAC) was called to order by Chair Harry Raab at 1:00 p.m. Dale Snyder moved to approve the agenda.   Russ Clark seconded, and the motion passed. Royal DeVaney moved to approve the February 3rd, 2011 SWAC meeting summary as presented.   Russ Clark seconded, and the motion passed.

TECHNICAL ADVISORY COMMITTEE (TAC) REPORTS: 

EXECUTIVE TAC COMMITTEE:

Dale Snyder, Executive TAC Chair, made the following recommendations.

1. Dale moved the Douglas County SWAC approve the 2011 A Countywide Solid Waste Program Calendar as approved by the Executive TAC. Royal DeVaney seconded.  There was no discussion and motion passed unanimously.

2. Dale moved the Douglas County SWAC approve the 2011 A Countywide Solid Waste Program Work Schedule as approved by the Executive TAC.  Royal DeVaney seconded.  There was no discussion and the motion passed by a vote of 10 for and 1 opposed.

3. Dale moved the Douglas County SWAC approve the 2011 Countywide Solid Waste Program Budget as approved by the Executive TAC.  Russell Clark seconded. There was no discussion and the motion was passed by a vote of 10 for and 1 opposed.
AGRICULTURE COMMITTEE:

Bonnie Shanafelt, Agriculture TAC Chair, made the following recommendations.
1. Bonnie moved the Douglas County SWAC approve the Agricultural Pest Sub-Committee approved Agricultural Pest Complexes of Concern list. Russell Clark seconded.  There was no discussion and the motion passed unanimously.

2. Bonnie moved the Douglas County SWAC approve the Special Wastes White Paper as approved by the Agricultural Pest Sub-Committee.  Seconded by Russell Clark.  There was no discussion and the motion was unanimously passed. 

3. Bonnie moved the Douglas County SWAC approve the Agricultural Pest Sub-Committee approved Universal Agricultural Pest Complex Protocols (7 of them).  Royal DeVaney seconded.  There was no discussion and the motion was unanimously passed.
PUBLIC HEALTH & SAFETY COMMITTEE:
Marc Marquis, Public Health and Safety TAC Chair, made the following recommendation.
1. Marc moved Douglas County SWAC advise Douglas County to develop additional procedures for permit requirements, with regard to commercial compost facilities, that are currently not addressed within their existing procedures and permit requirements. Royal DeVaney seconded.  The motion was unanimously passed after little discussion.

Marc reported that Douglas County SWAC, at the request of the medical community, is investigating the possibility of creating a resource where people can drop unused prescription drugs.  They are discussing this matter with the medical community and the Chelan County Sheriff’s Department.
PROGRAM DIRECTOR’S REPORT:
Ron Draggoo, Countywide Solid Waste Program Director, reported that commodities were up during the 1st quarter of this year.  

Ron reported that the work on the Rock Island and Waterville Community Recycling Centers is done and that once the bills and paperwork were submitted, the Countywide Solid Waste Program office will submit its bill to the DOE for reimbursement.
