The November 5th, 2009 meeting of the Douglas County Solid Waste Advisory Committee (SWAC) was called to order by Chair Russell Clark at 7:00 p.m.   Ken Stanton moved to approve the revised agenda as submitted.   Steve Jenkins seconded, and the motion passed.   Harry Raab moved to approve the August 6th, 2009 SWAC meeting summary as presented.   Ken Stanton seconded, and the motion passed.

TECHNICAL ADVISORY COMMITTEE (TAC) REPORTS: 

Agricultural TAC Committee:

Bonnie Shanafelt, Agricultural TAC Chair made the following recommendations:

1.
Bonnie moved that the Agricultural TAC would recommend that Waste Management continue its apple maggot trapping and monitoring program at the Greater Wenatchee Regional Landfill.  Additionally, the TAC Chair would ask that Waste Management continue to apply the required daily cover as this is the single most important insurance against the emergence of apple maggot from the municipal solid waste collected.

Marc Marquis, Chelan-Douglas Health District, asked if the recommendation referred to the tarp used as alternate daily cover.  Bonnie clarified that the Agricultural TAC had asked Waste Management continue to cover the landfill with a minimum of 6 inches of soil, in addition to the tarp, every day.  After the clarification, the motion was seconded by Steve Jenkins and passed unanimously.

2.
Bonnie moved that the Agricultural TAC would recommend that the Douglas County Solid Waste Advisory Committee approve the Agricultural Pest Sub-Committee approved Agricultural Pest Complexes of Concern list as attached. 
Bonnie explained that the provided list reverts back to the original list from Kittitas County,

instead of including the additional 93 pests that had been identified in the waste that was 
proposed to be imported from Vancouver, Canada.  Since the importation of Vancouver 
waste is not currently being considered, it was no longer necessary to amend the list to 
include those 93 additional pests.  Royal DeVaney seconded, and the motion passed.

3.
Bonnie moved that the Agricultural TAC would recommend that the Douglas County Solid Waste Advisory Committee approve the attached Exotic Tephritid Fruit Fly Complex Protocol for Municipal Solid Waste from Kittitas County’s Transfer Stations to the Waste Management’s Greater Wenatchee Regional Landfill in Douglas County.   
Bonnie went on to add that the committee would also recommend that Douglas County closely monitor all SWAC approved Agricultural Pests Control Protocols to make certain that Waste Management of Washington, Inc., keep all conditional, handling, transportion and landfill control measures and pest specific monitoring methods and identification of pest species current and up to date.   Bonnie stated that apple maggot has been added to the original Kittitas County list, even though apple maggot is not currently residing in Douglas County.  Steve Jenkins seconded, and the motion passed.
4.
Bonnie moved that the Agricultural TAC would recommend that the Douglas County Solid Waste Advisory Committee approve the importation of contaminated soils into the GWRLF with the need of a developed Protocol at this time.  

Bonnie added the clarification that the committee would suggest that Waste Management take reasonable control measures to assure all contaminated soils being imported into Douglas County are covered and that the accidental release of agricultural pests are lessened.  Additionally, the committed should revisit this issue at its next annual meeting to allow for additional time to consider and discuss its potential risk to the established agricultural industry within Douglas County.  Ken Stanton seconded, and the motion passed.

Executive TAC Committee:   

Ken Stanton, Executive TAC Chair, made the following recommendations:

1.
Ken Stanton moved that the Douglas County Solid Waste Advisory Committee approve the 2010 Countywide Solid Waste Program Calendar, Work Schedule and Program Budget as submitted.  Royal DeVaney seconded and the motion passed.
2.
Ken Stanton moved that the Douglas County Solid Waste Advisory Committee approve the 2010 Countywide Litter Control Program Calendar, Work Schedule and Program Budget as submitted.  Royal DeVaney seconded and the motion passed.
3.
Ken Stanton moved that the Douglas County Solid Waste Advisory Committee approve the attached revised Countywide Solid Waste Program Organization Chart.   Steve Jenkins seconded, and the motion passed.

Ron Draggoo, Solid Waste Program Director, added that the current Solid Waste Program 

Office organizational chart does not reflect the use of jail trustees in its programs.  Ron 

provided recent information that shows that the Chelan County Regional Jail is 

considering charging for the use of jail inmate labor, and that this notion had been 

previously foreseen, and that is why it is not reflected in the 2010 budget.  Ken Stanton

said that discussions are still going on, and that nothing had been finalized yet. 

PUBLIC HEALTH & SAFETY COMMITTEE:
Marc Marquis, Chelan-Douglas Health District, provided a report detailing the number of solid waste complaints received and closed within Douglas County within the third quarter.  Marc spoke of the amount of waste fruit that was left over after cherry season this year, and told of the Chelan-Douglas Health District’s work to provide disposal options for local fruit warehouses.  

PROGRAM DIRECTOR’S REPORT:

Ron Draggoo provided SWAC with the 3rd quarter budget summary, explaining that all state funds will be expended within the 4th quarter.  Ron said, although it’s going to be very close, there should be enough monies left in the Program Implementation portion of the 2009 budget to pay any expenses not covered by state grant monies.  Ron said that a little more revenue had been received than was projected, and those monies would carry over into 2010.

Ron reported that the extra revenue was collected through the Solid Waste Host Fee.  Ron explained that this was due to an accounting adjustment that was caught by Waste Management and corrected during the year.         
Ron provided the 3rd quarter Commodities Report detailing the volume of recyclables collected at the community recycling centers.  Ron said that the Annual Report that comes out in February will show the total volume collected at each center for 2009, and will detail the reimbursement amount owed to each city/town for the recyclables collected.  Ron also reminded each jurisdiction the cost for any glass recycled through the recycling centers will be subtracted from the amount owed to that center.
Ron provided the annual reports from the 2009 Small Quantity Generator Collection Event and the Household Hazardous Waste Collection Event.  Although SQG participation was down, the HHW event saw a significant increase in participation and volume, which resulted in a significant increase in the event costs. 

Ron told SWAC that work on the Solid Waste Management Plan update continues.  He said that the jurisdictions are slated to review and comment on the draft SWMP in 2010.  Ron said that his only concern with the current work is the draft Cost Assessment prepared for this update.  Ron said that because we are a privatized system with very few control measures in place, this is the first time he has had to prepare the Cost Assessment to meet the guidelines of the Washington Utilities and Transportation Commission.  Chris Piercy, Department of Ecology, said that he would be happy to review the draft Cost Assessment prior to it being submitted for approval in the draft plan.

Ron also provided SWAC with a list of all SWAC and TAC meeting dates for 2010.

PARTICIPATING JURISDICTION’S UPDATE:  
1.   East Wenatchee:
No report.
2.    Douglas County:           Ken Stanton reported that, due to budget cuts, the half-time 

Code Compliance Officer position funded through the Host Fee will probably be cut.  Ken

said that Douglas County will continue to discuss the possibility of all of the jurisdictions

participating in funding a Code Compliance Officer at the next Executive TAC meeting.

He said that the County Administrator has put together a draft proposal of the costs for 

such a position.  Steve Jenkins, Mayor of Bridgeport, said he would like to see the

proposed costs prior to the cities and towns finalizing their 2010 budgets.
Ken Stanton also reported that the 2 recycling trailers that were at Sun Cove and the

Orondo School will now be relocated to the Eastmont High School and at the 19th Street 

Douglas County Public Services Building.

3.   City of Bridgeport:
Steve Jenkins reported that the community recycling center 
Is temporarily shut down.

4.   Town of Mansfield: 
No report.
5.   City of Rock Island:      Russell Clark reported that, if inmates are not available to

process and bale recyclables in 2010, and if volunteers cannot be found to work at the

center, then the recycling center will probably only be open the required 2 hours per

month.   
6.   Town of Waterville:       Royal DeVaney said that things at the recycling center are 

continuing to go well.
UNFINISHED BUSINESS:

None discussed.
NEW BUSINESS:

Dave Lowe, Waste Management, provided SWAC with a report detailing all completed and currently active projects occurring at the Greater Wenatchee Regional Landfill.  Ron Draggoo stated that the report provides good information, with timelines and proposed actions to occur in the future.  Dave Lowe told SWAC that any questions from the jurisdictions could be directed to him directly through his phone number and email address provided on the report.
