The Community Recycling Center is open to Rock Island residents free of charge for most designated recyclables, and will accept only those specific recyclables listed above.  The City of Rock Island would ask its citizens not to contaminate their Community Recycling Center with household garbage or non-designated recyclables.  Please do your part to maintain the successful operation of the Community Recycling Center for the City of Rock Island and all of its citizens.
